
A Wonderful Time 
32 count, 4 wall beginner line dance 

Choreographed by Frank Trace 

Music: “A Wonderful Time Up There” by Pat Boone 

 

This is an inspirational line dance, great for Sunday Line Dance Socials. While the tempo is fast 

the steps are easy. The dance is do-able for experienced beginner students. 

 

Start 8 counts on vocals “Everybody’s gonna have religion and glory….”  

 

HEELS TAPS FORWARD RIGHT & LEFT, TOE TOUCHES SIDE RIGHT & LEFT 

1-4 Touch R heel forward diagonally, step R next to L, touch L heel forward diagonally,  

            step L next to R 

5-8 Touch R toe to right side, step R next to L, touch L toe to left side, step L next to R  

RIGHT SIDE, TOGETHER, SIDE, HOLD, COASTER ¼ TURN RIGHT, HOLD 

1-4 Step R to right side, step L next to R, step R to right side, hold 

5-8 Step L back, step R next to L as you turn ¼ left, step L forward, hold (9:00) 

WALK AROUND MAKING A ½ TURN LEFT 

1-8 Walk around making a ½ turn left; stepping R, hold, L, hold, R, hold, L hold (3:00) 

SLOW CHARLESTON STEP with RAISED JAZZ HANDS 

1-4 Kick R forward, hold, step back on R, hold 

5-8 Touch L back, hold, step L forward, hold 

Option: As you do these steps, raise your arms up and shake your hands with open palms. 

START OVER
